38 At The Garden chronicles the extraordinary ascendance of point guard Jeremy Lin during
his landmark 2012 Season with the New York Knicks. Lin, an undrafted Harvard graduate,
shocked fans, stunned his teammates and galvanized the Asian American community when he
scored 38 points at Madison Square Garden against the Los Angeles Lakers, solidifying Lin’s
hot streak and the “Linsanity” craze.

In Fighting Invisibility, Dr. Monica Trieu argues that
we must cansider the role of physical and symbolic
space to fully understand the nuances of Asian
American racialization. By doing this, we face
questions such as, historically, who has
represented Asian America? Who gets to represent
Asian America? This book shifts the primary focus
to Midwest Asian America to disrupt—and expand
beyond—the existing privileged narratives in
United States and Asian American history.

Drawing from in-depth interviews, census data,
and cultural productions from Asian Americans in
Ohio, Wisconsin, Nebraska, Minnesota, Illinois,
lowa, Indiana, and Michigan, this interdisciplinary
research examines how post-1950s Midwest Asian
Americans navigate identity and belonging, racism,
educational settings, resources within co-ethnic
communities, and pan-ethnic cultural community.
Their experiences and life narratives are heavily
framed by three pervasive themes of spatially
defined isolation, invisibility, and racialized
visibility.

On Thursday, April 6th, the AAARCC hosted Dr. Monica Trieu for a book discussion and
celebratory reception for her newly released book, Fighting Invisibility: Asian Americans in



the Midwest. Dr. Trieu is an Associate Professor in American Studies and Asian American
Studies at Purdue University.
