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#2 - Purdue Elements: Optimizing Your Search Settings

Users may need to adjust their search settings so that Elements can deliver the best results from its
automatic search. If users do not see their publications or see too many publications, the search terms
may need to be modified.

Your search settings are preloaded with:

=  Name: “Lastname, Firstname initial.” or “Lastname, Firstname”

= Addresses: “Purdue University” and “Purdue Univ”
Modifying these search terms by adding Name variants and/or Addresses may improve the number of
publications seen. The synchronizer will create a Boolean search string based on the information
entered in these fields.

Modifying Search Settings

Click on the three bars at the top left of the home page to locate “Name-based Search.”

Select the “My Profile” tab, then under “Settings”, select “Name-based Search.”

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Name Variants

= Add a separate name variant for all the names you have published under.

= Include all the other name variants such as maiden name or other first names.

= Use the “Lasthame, Firstname Initial.” and “Lastname, Firstname” formats.

= Do not use the “Firstname, Lasthname” format.

= Click “Add” after each variant you have entered.

= By adding name variants, the search is broadened. In the example below, the results will include
“Doe, Jack” or “Doe, J” or “Doe, John:”

Addresses

= [f using address keywords, enter the smallest meaningful word or term in an address (“Oxford”
and not “Oxford University” or “Berkeley” and not “Berkeley, California”)
= To find your publications from previous institutions, you can also add the city of the institution at
which you published.
= Adding affiliation or address information will narrow the search.
= About affiliation abbreviations: Different data sources use different conventions. The farther
back in time one searches, the less unified the databases tend to be. Therefore, when adding
affiliations, the recommendation is to use both the full name and the abbreviated version.
=  Within a field the Boolean OR is used, but between fields the Boolean AND is used.
o Adding on to the example, the results will include
o [“Doe, Jack” or “Doe, J” or “Doe, John”] AND [“Purdue University” or “Purdue Univ” or
“Berkeley”]
=  You can also switch to Advanced View to add keywords in a search format where logical operator

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Even after | clear my pending and update my search settings, | have hundreds of Pending
publications. What's wrong?

Check the publications to see how many authors they have. If you are seeing lots of articles with
dozens or even hundreds of articles, the likely cause is that your name and affiliation data match
those of someone who does research in High Energy Physics (HEP), where papers routinely have
dozens, even hundreds of co-authors. An easy way to check if this is the case is to look at the titles
of the journals. If you see a lot published in The Astrophysical Journal or Physical Review, then you
share a name with a HEP researcher. Your only option is to reject them; fortunately, Elements makes
this easy.
