Squonk Opera’s Hand to Hand is a magnum opus of music,
mischief and marvelous stagecraft. Rigged like a sailing
ship and sized like a house, two giant puppet hands propel
this outdoor spectacle alongside a live performance of
propulsive progressive rock from Squonk Opera.
For 25 years, these Pittsburgh post-industrialists
have fused music, design, science and art to
bring people face to face in festive ways that The
New York Times has called “ingenious, hallucinatory
and hypnotic.” Indeed, the only things heavy-handed
here are the massive mitts, which audience members
can even help manipulate to become part of the fun.
This timely, boisterous extravaganza of comic
invention, fantastic jams and shared experience
is a show of hands that’s larger than life.

Mucca Pazza’s original genre-bending compositions are inspired by everything from surf rock to Stravinsky.
Then there are the brightly colored, mismatched thrift-shop get-ups, a squad of absurdist cheerleaders, and
implausible instrumentation that includes electric guitars, accordions, violins and even a cello. A darling of
Chicago’s underground music scene since 2004, Mucca Pazza has performed at Lollapalooza, Lincoln Center, the
Montreal Jazz Fest and NPR’s Tiny Desk Concert Series. At Purdue, this merry band of misfits will roam campus,
providing a variety of free pop-up performances at different spaces. Fusing DIY punk aesthetics, Balkan brass
and marching-band maximalism, Mucca Pazza presents an eminently danceable embrace of the absurd.

All audiences are welcome to attend our outdoor performances. Guidance regarding
campus visitors, social distancing, mask protocols and/or other requirements will be
dictated by Protect Purdue policies in effect at the time of the event. We will endeavor
to make all of our performances physically accessible, but not every location is
equally equipped with dropped curbs, free-rolling surfaces or level grades, including
Slayter Center. Hearing loops are not available at any of the outdoor spaces. Most
performances are events on a fixed stage; however, Mucca Pazza is designed to be
ambulatory, possibly even during the event. Global Fest, designed as a street festival,
will not have extensive seating available, especially as the event progresses into the
more danceable portions of the evening.
